Application Guidelines for International Research Students (non-degree program)

An international research student (Kenkyu Ryugakusei) is a foreign student who wishes to study
a specific subject under the supervision of a professor of the Graduate School of Arts. Since this is
a non-degree program, a research student is not eligible to obtain a degree upon completion.

1. Eligibility

Applicants must meet the following three conditions.
() Non-Japanese who have (or are prospected to have) a status of “Student” as prescribed in
the Appended Table I-(4) of Japan’s Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

(2) The applicant must meet at least one of the following categories:
a. Earned or expected to earn a bachelor's degree by the month prior to enrollment.
b. Be recognized by the Graduate School of Arts, Kyoto City University of Arts to have an
academic ability equivalent or superior to those who have completed the undergraduate

program.

(3) The applicant must have sufficient language ability in Japanese language to understand and
communicate in Japanese to participate in the program.
